IN IT FOR THE GOLD

     The dam of undefeated 3-year-old sensation ENGLISHMAN (pictured above
breezing at Keeneland on 4/17), Country Life Broodmare Partnership mare IN
IT FOR THE GOLD was bred to 7-Time Leading Sire INTO MISCHIEF on
Saturday, April 25.

      This coming Saturday, May 2, on the Kentucky Derby undercard,
ENGLISHMAN will break from Post 1 as a favorite in the one-turn $750,000 Pat
Day Mile Stakes, a prestigious Grade 2 fixture on racing's biggest stage. (Post
Time is 3:23 pm.)

     IN IT FOR THE GOLD was purchased for $75,000 (in foal to Kentucky
Derby winner AUTHENTIC) at the 2023 Keeneland November sale by a 10-
share Country Life Breeding Partnership ($7,500 per share).

     At the 2025 Keeneland September yearling sale, we sold her AUTHENTIC
filly for $25,000. Two days later, off a series of fairly modest breezes at
Keeneland, ENGLISHMAN surprised his connections with a scintillating 7-
length win in his debut. On March 19 of this spring, after a five-month layoff, he
blazed six furlongs in 1:08 4/5 at Fair Grounds for his 2nd win, setting him up
for his upcoming test in the Pat Day Mile.

     ENGLISHMAN is a rising tide lifting all his relatives. Not only has his dam
been covered by America's 7-Time Leading Sire, but his 6-year-old half-sister
FEE, purchased for $47,000 in 2024, sold in foal to MINDFRAME for $310,000
in Fasig-Tipton's March digital sale. His now 2-year-old 1/2-sister by
AUTHENTIC, named ENGLISH WOMAN---after breezing one furlong in a
blistering :9 3/5 at the April Ocala sale--was purchased by ENGLISHMAN'S
owner Lee Searing of CRK Stables for $425,000.  

     Meanwhile, back at the ranch here at Country Life, IN IT FOR THE GOLD in
2025 foaled a Maryland-bred filly by Kentucky Derby winner MANDALOUN; this
beautiful bay filly is now pointing for the 2026 yearling sales. And on March 27
of this spring, IN IT FOR THE GOLD foaled a Maryland-bred colt by popular
2nd-crop sire TIZ THE LAW before being sent to the Bluegrass for her
assignation with INTO MISCHIEF.  

     ENGLISHMAN was a $250,000 Keeneland weanling pinhooked into a
$400,000 Keeneland yearling purchase for CRK Stables (named after the
initials of Searing's children). The colt is trained by Cherie DeVaux for the
Searing family. We wish good racing luck this Saturday for ENGLISHMAN and
all his connections.

MALIBU MOON LEGACY LIVES ON

     Not only is Country Life's favorite son MALIBU MOON emerging as a
Leading Broodmare Sire in the Thoroughbred breeding game, but his offspring
are excelling in second careers as "Event" horses.

     The Defender Kentucky 3-Day Event, a world-famous triathlon of horse
sports, took place this past weekend at the Kentucky Horse Park in Lexington.
It featured 10 American Thoroughbreds (most of whom were right off the track)
competing against mostly European Warmbloods in the CCI 4* and CCI 5*
events (the highest levels of Eventing). Three of these 10 were sired by
MALIBU MOON, who stood here to begin his stud career. All three "Moons"
finished in the Top 25 after the dressage and cross-country phases.

     MOON's kids SEA OF CLOUDS and LITTLE HAIL were the only
Thoroughbreds in the Top 25 of the CCI 4* after cross country. At the highest 5*
level, MALIBU PREACHER was in 18th-place after cross country, with only two
other Thoroughbreds ahead.
